- Det er sveert mange som sgker dobbelt statsborgerskap i Ser-Vest politidistrikt. 2.200
sgkere har fatt timeavtale og skal levere sgknaden hgsten 2020. Det er fortsatt ca. 2.400
sgkere (per 14.12.2020) som venter pa & fa levere sgknad om statshorgerskap.

- Politihuset i Stavanger er fullbooket ut januar 2021. Det er ca. 6-7 maneders ventetid for a
levere sgknad om statshorgerskap. Den lange ventetiden skyldes at politiet ma prioritere a
ta imot sgknader om oppholdstillatelse, og effektuere (iverksette) oppholdstillatelser for a
sikre at utlendinger har lovlig opphold i riket.

ABOUT SUBMITTING APPLICATIONS

You can only come to the police Immigration Office if you have booked an appointment
(one appointment per person). New appointments are made available every week.

At the moment, it is not possible to book an appointment in Stavanger for the following:
o Applications for Norwegian citizenship / notification ("melding™) of Norwegian
citizenship; more information below
o Applications for family immigration (first-time and renewals)

IMPORTANT: If you have made an application online for family immigration, and wish
to submit the documents in Stavanger, you will receive an e-mail from us explaining how
to apply electronically (without going to an appointment). Please do not upload your
documents until after the police have activated your application and contacted you.

If you cannot apply online in the UDI Application Portal, please contact us by e-mail at
sor-vest.utlending@politiet.no . Please write your DUF number in the e-mail. (This
applies to applicants with refugee status, residence permits on humanitarian grounds and
asylum seekers).

APPLICATIONS FOR (DUAL) CITIZENSHIP

If there are no appointments available, please do not contact us about this, but instead try
to book an appointment at a later date.
o However, if you have applied online and paid the fee before 31th March 2020,
please contact us by e-mail.

There are 2.200 applicants in Southwestern Police District who have booked an
appointment to apply for citizenship. As of 14th December 2020, there are still 2.400
applicants who are waiting for an appointment.

Appointments at Stavanger Immigration Office (Police Station) are fully booked until
February 2021. There is a wait of 6-7 months to submit applications for citizenship. The
reason for this is that the police has to prioritise applications for residence permits, and
processing granted permits so that applicants have legal residence in Norway.

UDI processes some applications automatically. More information on automatic

Please be aware that your police criminal record certificate must not be more than 3
months old when you submit your documents to the police.

It is not possible to submit your citizenship application to a Passport Office. You should
book an appointment there after your application is processed and you are granted
Norwegian citizenship. Read about it here
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
